What is Student Advisory? / Our Vision:
· Develop a trusting relationship between each student & teacher.

· Develop each student’s sense of purpose in their community.

· Provide social guidance and support.

· Develop each student’s self-confidence and self-esteem.

· Develop cooperative work skills.

· Promote communication & coordination between home & school.

In Battle’s student advisory program, each student is assigned a teacher who assists in achieving his or her academic and personal goals.  We will utilize this class to do team building and fun activities, as well as work on academics (by having study hall time to work on homework and bi-weekly grade checks).

How is Advisory scheduled and organized?  
Students participate in advisory every other day, and are placed in a classroom setting.  Advisory at Battle will focus on academics, community, and advocacy.  On weeks the student has Advisory three times, we will have individual grade checks or conferencing times to identify any areas where extra assistance may be needed.  Each week we have two activities planned that will utilize 30-45 minutes of the block.  The remainder of the time will be time for the students to take care of academic needs (visit the media center, tutoring, or study hall time).
Advisory Expectations for Students

1.  Arrive prepared to work on individual assignments or read silently and engage in the activities.  Activities will rarely take the entire block, and students will be given prior warning if this might occur. 

2. Students are expected to remain engaged in academic endeavors during the work time of Advisory.

3. Respect the needs of others to have quiet time to get assignments completed.

4.  Peer tutoring is encouraged but must be approved by advisor and the talking must be kept to a studious level.

5.  You will be assigned a seat and expected to remain in your seat unless given permission from the advisor.

6.  You will NOT be given bathroom, locker or drinking fountains passes unless it is an emergency. (Take care of these things before class.)

7.  If you need to see another teacher or work in the computer lab/media center you must have a pass from the classroom teacher PRIOR to coming to Advisory

8.  Use of electronic devices in Advisory is limited to Academic purposes.
9.  Students may go to the Media Center on a Browse Pass to look at and/or check out material.  This pass is for 20 minutes.  Students who abuse the time limit will lose this privilege.
